Intel Chip iMacs and MacBooks:

These Files are needed for avi files to be viewed on Intel chip Macs: These files need to be installed in the MacOX (harddrive) -in Library, in the Quicktime folder:

· 3ivxVideoDecoder.component,

· DivX Decoder.component

· DivX Encoder.component

· FLV.component

 eMacs (ppc):

These files are needed for avi files to be viewed on 10.4 emacs (newer generation ppc) [Note:  on our 10.3 emacs, we have found that the install of the files below causes a start-up problem and those files must then be removed.]

· AppleIntermediateCodec.component (normally there already)

· 3ivxVideoDecoder.component,

· aviimporter-r7(ppc).component

· xvid codec-r58(ppc).component
How to Download movies from the FLIP cameras to a Mac:
1. Plug your FLIP camera into the USB port.

2. From the Finder Window, click on the Flip Video icon

3. Click on the DCIM folder

4. Click on the 101 Video folder to see your videos.

5. Drag them to the desktop or to the folder where you want them to be stored.

6. You can also import them into your iPhoto library, or edit them in iMovie.

PC Users:

Using the Flip Camera on a Windows machine:

1. Plug camera into USB port.

2. Prompt will appear:  View your Flip Camera Videos using the program provided on the device.  Click OK.

3. The first time you use this on a computer, you need to play a clip directly from the camera in order to completely install the software.

4. In order to create a movie, click on Make Movie.  You can walk through the steps listed to make a movie.  Options include the addition of music and changing the background of your videos.  

5. Your movie will be saved in a folder in your Documents folder/ My Flip Video Library/ Movie Mixes.  
6. You can also import the video clips into Windows Movie Maker.  This will allow you to add text and/or other effects that are available in this software.
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
