Task

Your team has been assigned a specific role. You will use the links provided as well as other resources (iibrary, etc) to become
experts on your roles. You and your team will work together to create a Group Report that presents your team's answer to the Quest
(ion). By completing this WebQuest, you should achieve the following goals: 1) develop an interest in the study of Recycling; 2) use
the power of the Internet for advanced exploration; 3) leam information about key aspects of Recycling; 4) realize that complex
topics can be looked at from various perspectives; 5) formulate and support an opinion based on your roles; and 6) work with
teammates to determine a combined action plan

Process

You will be working together as a group exploring web sites that your teacher has Selected. You should start with the pages that are
Iabelled 'Background Information’ before dividing into groups. Each group has their own Task to complete and a separate set of
web sites to use. There is a task organizer and an evaluation rubric in Background Information to guide your work

Phase 1 - Background Information

sites before starting your Task
