The Flip Camera

How Can I Use It With My Mac?
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· You can view your videos by simply hooking the camera up to a TV.
· You can plug in your camera and view your videos using software that comes with the camera.  Click on Finder, Applications, Flip Video Program for Mac. Then click on the f icon. (The first time you plug in your camera, the software will need to download on your computer.)
· You can put your videos into a movie using the software that comes with the camera. Click on Make Movie.  Select the clips you want in your movie and click on Begin in the right hand corner.  

· You can plug in your camera and view your videos with QuickTime.Player.  Click on the Flip Video icon on your desktop.  Click on the DCIM folder.  Click on the 101Video folder.  Click on your video to watch it.

· You can insert your videos into Power Point.  (See attached sheet for more specific details.)

· If you would like to add captions to your videos, you can use iMovie to create a movie.  (See attached sheet for more specific details.)

· If you would like a digital picture from the video, you can go to your Documents folder.  Look for a folder called, My Flip Video Prefs.  
Click on Thumbs.  Click on Camcorder.  Click on 101Video and folders will 
open for your specific video.

Notes:

Remember that the videos you create will take up space on the server.  See the 

attached sheet  that will show you where to save your videos. After you create some movies (Which we do hope you will do!), you will need to burn them to a CD to clear space on your computer.

Creating PowerPoint Presentations With Flip Videos 
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HELPFUL HINTS:  

· Create a folder for your presentation before you begin.  Save all video clips and your presentation in the same folder.  This eliminates problems if you use the presentation on different computers.  PowerPoint does not embed the video when you create the presentation, so you will still need the video files.  If you want to take the presentation to another computer, copy the entire folder with the presentation and the video clips.

PUTTING YOUR FLIP VIDEOS INTO A FOLDER:

Plug in your camera.  Click on My Computer and look for Flip Video icon.  Click on DCIM folder.  Click on 101 Video folder.  Copy the videos you want to use and paste them into the  folder you created for your PowerPoint.  If you no longer need the videos on the camera, you may simply drag the clip into the folder you created.

Create a PowerPoint Presentation

a.
Open Microsoft PowerPoint.


b.
Create a blank presentation.


c.
Select the type of slide that you want to create. 

2.
Create a title slide.


a.
Click once inside the box and type your title.  You can change font, size, and color. 


b.
Click once inside the second box and add your name or any other information that you wish to include.

3.
Create slides for the video.


a.
Go to Insert, New Slide.


b.
Select the Slide with Title Only.


c.
Click once in the text box and type a question or introduction to the video.

4.
Insert the video clip 


a.
Go to Insert, Movies and Sound, From File, and navigate to find your saved clip.


b.
You will be prompted if you want the video to play automatically. You will need to click on the movie with your mouse to start it if you select No.


c.
You can resize the movie box by clicking on the box on a corner and dragging.

5.
Add additional slides as needed.  

Making A Movie in iMovie With Your Flip Videos
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1. Plug in your Flip Camera.  

2. Go to Finder, Applications, and click on iMovie HD.

3. Grab the grey taskbar of iMovie and slide it down a bit.  

4. Look back in your Applications folder.  Click on the FLIPVIDEO icon.  Click on DCIM.  Click on 101Video.  Slide the videos you want in your movie one at a time to the clips pane in iMovie (look at the boxes on the right side of the iMovie application).  

5. Once you have added all your video clips, slide the videos down to the bottom of the application where it says:  Drag clips here to build your project. 
6. You can edit your movie by clicking on the buttons right above your project.  Look in:  Themes, Media, and Editing.

Sample Editing View
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Importing your movie:

1. Note what computer you are on. You MUST always work on the same computer because your movie is on that hard drive, not the network.

2. Open iMovie. If not prompted to open a new project, select File, then New Project

3.  Give your new project a name, AND select where it is saved. 

Click the “magic triangle” beside the Project name.

Choose Mac OSX/ Users/Shared

DO NOT CHOOSE YOUR MOVIES FOLDER.

4. Open the folder where your video clips and photos are saved.

5. Drag them to the movie “shelf” on the right of your imovie.  You can highlight each of them there and preview them.  Ones that you are sure that you don’t want, you can delete.  

6. Save your iMovie!

7. Now, hold the option key down while you drag clips that you want to the clip viewer at the bottom.  You can change the order of them by dragging, and you can edit by using the split at playhead edit option. Use the HELP menu for step by step instructions with pictures!
