PRS Instructions for Use with the Millionaire Game

1. Use the Millionaire template in the TEACH folder on Global.  Type in your questions and answers.  Save to your folder in Global.

2. You will need to work on a computer that has the PRS software installed to add the PRS part.  You can use the computer connected to the projector in the computer lab.

3. Open your Millionaire game. 
4. Click on the slide #2 (the slide with the first question) and then go to the Insert menu and select Duplicate slide.  

5. Click on Slide #3.  On the PRS toolbar at the top click on “New Question.”  You can give the question a name if you want (this is nice if you plan to print out a report).  Make sure the following settings are correct:
a. Number of Choices: 4

b. Correct Response: None – this way it does not show the correct response

c. Points: 0

d. Number of Chances: 1

e. Timer:  30 seconds – you can increase or decrease based on your class

6. Click Ok.  This puts a PRS symbol on the slide.

7. Repeat steps 4 - 6 for each question.

8. Once you have finished, save the powerpoint.

Using the PRS:

1. If you use this in the lab, the software is already installed.  If you would like to use it somewhere else, contact Karen to help with setup.

2. Hardware setup:  Connect the PRS hardware, using the color coded aids.  Plug into the computer and then turn on the computer.  Plug in the power supply after all connections have been made.

3. Begin by launching InterWrite and checking your CONNECTIONS in the Menu Bar.   Select Port#3 and then under Connections, select  Port Check.  Use one of the remotes to vote and make sure response shows of the screen.  If it does not, try selecting another Port. IMPORTANT: Close the software. 
4. Start your PowerPoint presentation and go to View, SlideShow.  In just a few seconds, the PRS program will also launch. Respond to the New Session questions asked (defaults are usually satisfactory:  autostart each question, automatically show graph, etc.). Click OK.  

5. When you get to the duplicate slide, the PRS response window will automatically open.  You can click on the blue bar at the top and drag it to the top of the window to cover the question, but this leaves the answers visible.  When you are ready to vote, click on the green arrow.  The seconds countdown will begin and the number of students who have responded with their PRS clickers will show.  Students can make sure their vote has been counted by checking the numbers displayed on the screen.  They only need to look at the last 2 digits.   If all students have completed the questions and seconds still remain, you can click on the red stopsign to stop.  The graph will automatically appear showing how the students voted. 
6. Close the PRS windows and the next slide will advance on your powerpoint.
