Getting Started with Rosetta Stone

1. Open http://harrisonburgcity.rosettastoneclassroom.com
2. Login using username and password. Click Launch Rosetta Stone.
3. The first time that you login, a system check will launch.  There are plugins that will automatically install.  
4. You will need to provide enter your age and gender for the voice recognition.

5. Choose your level.  Start with Level 1.
6. It will then build the course.  Keep clicking as components are added.  Core lessons are required; after completing the lesson, you can select activities based on your goals.  Click on Explore All Activities at the bottom on the window to see what the icons mean or mouse over the icons to see the focus of the activity (grammar, pronunciation, reading, speaking, etc).
7. Select the first core lesson.  
8. Do the microphone setup.  Click Begin microphone setup. At the beep, pronounce the numbers 1 - 5.  Click Continue.

9. Begin.  You will select pictures based on written and/or spoken cues.  You will also have the opportunity to speak phrases.

10. If you have difficulty speaking a phrase, click on the button in the top-right corner of the picture.  It will open a different window (see below) that will let you practice speaking the phrase.

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11. In each lesson, your progress will be tracked by the numbered activity buttons on the bottom; Green in green indicates perfect responses, green with a yellow number indicates that at least one mistake was made, yellow with a yellow number indicates that several mistakes were made.  Users can return to an activity to improve performance – improved responses will turn green.  As users complete an activity, a check will appear in the box on the selected course for that Unit.
12. Click Logout when you are finished.

Managing Rosetta Stone
1. Open http://harrisonburgcity.rosettastoneclassroom.com
2. Login with administrator username and password

3. Navigate using the tabs at the top of the page:

· Learners & Lists – Use Learner List to search for users or create a custom list of your users.  Both Register and Import are restricted.

· Curricula – Lets you create and manage curriculum.  There are a variety of templates already designed that can be used or edited. 

· Reports – Generate reports concerning user data

· Curriculum report – shows learner progress in curriculum

· Learner Curriculum Report – shows detailed progress of an individual learner

· Total Time Spent – calculate the amount of time a group of learners has spent in the program

· Administration – Groups define the structure; Roles define the rights associated with different types of administrators; Administrators lets you create administrator and assign them to the groups that they will administer. Anyone who would need to monitor student progress will need to be assigned as an administrator.
4. If you administer a group such as SES ELL that may have students from several different teachers’ classes, you will want to set up a custom list of those students.  That will allow you to run reports on just the students that you teach instead of having to wade through data that is not specific to your students. To create a custom list:

· Click on New Custom List and Find more learners.  Select list that you administer, hold CTRL and click on learners to select.  Click Add Selected.  Repeat if you have learners in different lists that you want to add. You can also search for individual learners. Give the list a meaningful name and save. 

5. You can use the pre-designed curricula that are available or you can edit one of the templates or even design your own from scratch. If you want to change preferences, such as change the sensitivity setting for speech recognition, you will need to make a copy of the curriculum that you are using, use the Curriculum Setting tab to change the setting and then save the curriculum with a new name.  Any time that you edit curriculum, it MUST be saved with a different name.

6. You can generate several different reports to monitor the progress of your students.
· Curriculum report – shows learner progress in curriculum by group, language, and curriculum

· Learner Curriculum Report – shows progress of an individual learner

· Total Time Spent – calculates the amount of time a group of learners has spent in the program
