To use Rosetta Stone at THMS

First plug in your headphone microphone sets into the keyboard USB.

At our log in screen, select your name and log in.

Launch Firefox (Safari is not recommended).

From the THMS Student Links Page, under General Links, select Rosetta Stone.

Enter the user name and password assigned to you and  log in. 

Click Launch Rosetta Stone.  There is no need to click First Time Users.
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Choose your Language Level (Level 1, unless your teacher indicates otherwise) and click Continue.  First Time users will then click multiple times, until their selected course is displayed.
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When the Unit Lesson menu appears, check two settings BEFORE you count:

· From the Preference Menu (see icon at right), select Set Preferences
· Click on System Settings  - Instead of the Built-in Input Microphone, select the C-Media USB Audio Device Microphone.
· Click at the bottom.

· Under the Blue Apple Menu on your menu bar, select System Preferences.
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Under Hardware, select Sound.  Click Input, and select the C-Media USB Audio Device. Click Output and make the same selection.
· Use the default Input (medium high) and Output volumes (low).

· Close this window by clicking on the red dot in the left top corner.
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Now you are ready to select your lesson.  For new material, always start with the Core Lesson Icons. This is where new material will be presented.

In each lesson, your progress will be tracked by the numbered activity buttons on the bottom; Green in green indicates perfect responses,  green with a yellow number indicates that at least one mistake was made, yellow with a yellow number indicates that several mistakes were made.  Users can return to an activity to improve performance – improved responses will turn green.  As users complete an activity, a check will appear in the box on the selected course for that Unit.

To Log out, click Sign Out in the top right of your screen.  Click Yes (you may click to not show this message again).

Then click Logout on the left and quit your browser (Firefox menu/ Quit Firefox) and log out (using the blue apple menu).
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Note.  

· Answers for an activity can be revealed by clicking on the magnifying glass icon on the bottom left.

· Total score for an entire activity or unit will be shown on the bottom right of your screen.
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Mousing over an activity on the selected course menu will display the type of activity and the expected time to complete it.  If it has been completed, your score will also be displayed.

· If you have difficulty speaking a phrase, click on the button in the top-right corner of the picture.  It will open a different window (see below) that will let you practice speaking the phrase.



· To skip that pronunciation activity, click the arrow icon on the bottom right of the image.


Hardware Test: Usually is automatic.  For first time users of a language, or for users with the Beta 2.19 Speech version installed, your test may fail. If so, just click Launch without Speech Features (in red). 








Microphone Setup:


A microphone setup screen will appear.  


Click Begin microphone setup.


At the beep, pronounce the numbers 1  - 5.  


Click Continue.
