Want to use video clips in your classroom, directly related to your SOLSs?  Search for video clips on Discovery Education’s Streaming website, save them for download, and organize them in My Content for fast access in class.  Here’s how to get started:

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There are several way to Search for videos for your lessons.  First you may wish to try Subject, Grade or Curriculum Standards. Or for specific topics, enter your search criteria in the fields at the top of the home screen.  When selecting downloads, choose the shorter Videos Clips, rather than Videos, for speedier viewing.  When the titles appear, click on the title of the video to see the video clips available. You will notice that there are three buttons beside each video clip:  Play (green arrow), Download (disk icon) and Network Manager (blue button). You may wish to play a video clip to see if it will be valuable for your class.  If you decide to use that clip, please save it to our Network Manager (light blue button) which will download that file later (at midnight) for faster more dependable access in your classroom:  When you find a video clip that you want to use with your students, click on the Network Manager button to tag the video for downloading.  Video Clips that are tagged for download that night will appear as a blue down arrow.
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2. Once the overnight download has taken place, a green check will appear.  When you see a green check, you can click on the play button and the video clip will run directly from our Network Manager server so it is not gobbling up bandwidth, and will play at a faster rate.

3. Set Your Preferences: The Download button (disk icon) is used to download the video when you plan to insert it in a PowerPoint on a Mac.  You need to select Quicktime as your default media type under Media Settings, if you plan to use your videos in PowerPoint on a Mac.  To do this, click on Media Settings tab, right under the video clip on the left. Under  Media Type Selection click the Quicktime button, and also click Stand-alone application. SAVE CHANGES.  Then to download your movie clip, RIGHT CLICK  (control click) on the disk icon and save the movie in the same folder as your PowerPoint slide show.  See download directions below about where to do this.
4. Now, Download Your Video Clip for PowerPoint: When using Firefox, hold down the CTRL button when you click on the download button (disk icon); Select Save Link as… and select the folder where you wish to save it (click on the triangle if your Documents folder is not showing).  This will allow you to RENAME the movie with a meaningful name and place it in the folder where you save your other videos or your PowerPoint..  Keep the .mov or .asf extension when renaming your downloads.  For fastest running, save a copy of videos (and Powerpoints using videos) on the local machine:  OSX/Users/Shared/ and create a folder there for your documents.
My Content: Organize your downloads by Your Own Content:  You can click the checkbox “Select To Add”  to add the clip to a folder in My Content if you want be able to quickly find the clip to view at a later time. Then, at the bottom of that page, click ADD and you will be able to select the folder (or create a new one) to link to your clips. You can set up multiple folders by topic or unit to organize your clips and to keep track of what you have played.

Downloads to our Network Manager Server occur each night at midnight:  This does mean that you will need to plan ahead; however, once anyone in our division tags a movie for download, it is then available to everyone.  Watch for the green checks to appear!

View a list of all video clips on our Network Manager server: From the top menu, click My Content, then select Network Manager Content.  All video clips on our server will be listed; you can click on any title in that listing to view the videos that have been downloaded by our Network Manager on our server, or you can view downloaded videos by searching by topic, where the green checks will be displayed.
Quiz Builder (accessed under Teacher Center on the right): The quiz center enables you to make or select online quizzes.  You could select a clip and make a quiz related to it, look for a quiz that has already been created related to a particular clip, or simply create an online quiz for your class on any topic.  Quizzes can be created in true/false, multiple choice, or short answer format.  These quizzes can be graded online and students can see their results immediately.  You can print out a report that will show the % of correct responses for each student that takes the quiz. You can set up your quiz to put questions in the same order for each child or you can have them put in random order.

NOTE:  Once you create a quiz, you will have a link that will give you easy access to the quiz including a link to the United Streaming clip if you made the quiz about a specific clip.
Lesson Plans, Teachers Guides and Blackline Masters:  From the Teacher Center, you can access Lesson Plans by grade level and subject area.  When searching for video clips, check out the Blackline Masters (sometimes include activities, puzzles, etc.) and Teacher’s Guide.
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
