This form is to be used by Harrisonburg City Schools teachers to submit an original lesson plan for
consideration and approval through the Technology Literacy Challenge Fund Grant awarded to HCPS.
Teachers whose lessons are accepted will receive a $ 250 stipend.  Recertification points (Option 9) can be
awarded for time spent creating and testing lessons (1 point per hour).  In addition, the lesson plans can be used
to satisfy Standard 5 of the Technology Standards for Instructional Personnel (TSIP) portfolio.  Lessons may
come from any content area and should be submitted no later than May 11, 2002.  Grant recipients will be
notified by May 31, 2002.
Please remember that lessons must be original. They may incorporate existing web pages, but the teacher
submitting the information must create all ancillary materials. Teachers may submit an unlimited number of
lesson plans, however only one stipend of $250 will be awarded per teacher.   Teachers who cooperatively
submit a lesson will receive a total stipend of $250 to be shared.  Lesson plans and materials will not be
returned so please do not send original documents.

	goal: Students will learn the main elements of a story and how to organize them in a chart in order to analyze the stories
	objective: Students will learn how to organize the main information and elements of a story in a succinct fashion by using a graphic organizer (story sorter) prepared by the teacher in Microsoft Word.  Once the information is typed into the story sorter by the students, the students will discern similarities and differeneces between the stories to make comparisons and contrasts.
	time: 1
	class: 5
	minutes: 300
	purpose: Teach students to organize the main elements of a story into a graphic organizer and to us the graphic organizer to help develop critical thinking skills by comparing and contrasting different features from selected stories.
	materials: Five to ten selected short stories on the students' reading level.  Preferably the stories have similar themes or are written by the same author to make it easier for the students to compare and contrast the stories.

A graphic organizer "story sorter" saved on the server in the same work group so that all of the students can access it when they log in.
	procedure: Prepare comprehension question to tease out the main features of the story.  Have the students answer the comprehension questions.  After the student finishes reading a story, he/she will login to his/her account  to enter the information about the story into the story sorter.  The student will type in the title of the story, the mail characters in the story, them main action or problem in the story and the resolution of the main action or problem.  In other words, the story sorter serves as a network based literature log.  Once five or more stories have been read, have the students use their story sorter which helps them remember the key elements of the story, to discern the similarities and differences between the stories.  Have them brainstorm with a partner to find and write down similarities and differences that they notice in order to make comparisons.
	observation: This activity can be modified according to the grade level or subject.  It is helpful for checking reading comprehension as well as for teaching how to restate the main idea of a text succinctly.  It is helpful to have all of the main elements of the stories organized on the same page to make comparisons.  By using the story sorter, all of the information that the student needs to analyze the selected stories or texts is at his or her fingertips.  It is helpful to have everything store electronically because the teacher can check the students' work at any time, the chance of the student losing his/her work is reduced, and it saves paper.
	conclusion: This is a good activity for low level readers.  Not only does it reinforce the main elements of a story, but also it helps organize their thinking so that they can more easily make comparisons.
	information: I did this lesson with a group of students that read on a low 1st grade level through 2nd grade.  I used an elementary grades story collection.
	extension: After the students have generated lists of similarities and differences between the stories, they can either write a paper in which they elaborate on these comparisons.  They could also create a PowerPoint presentation that analyzes the similarities and differences of the stories.
	discussion: What is similar about these stories?
What is different?
	cautions: I had to explain what similarities and differences are.  Some of the similarities may be very basic such as "Both of these stories have two main characters".
