This form is to be used by Harrisonburg City Schools teachers to submit an original lesson plan for
consideration and approval through the Technology Literacy Challenge Fund Grant awarded to HCPS.
Teachers whose lessons are accepted will receive a $ 250 stipend.  Recertification points (Option 9) can be
awarded for time spent creating and testing lessons (1 point per hour).  In addition, the lesson plans can be used
to satisfy Standard 5 of the Technology Standards for Instructional Personnel (TSIP) portfolio.  Lessons may
come from any content area and should be submitted no later than May 11, 2002.  Grant recipients will be
notified by May 31, 2002.
Please remember that lessons must be original. They may incorporate existing web pages, but the teacher
submitting the information must create all ancillary materials. Teachers may submit an unlimited number of
lesson plans, however only one stipend of $250 will be awarded per teacher.   Teachers who cooperatively
submit a lesson will receive a total stipend of $250 to be shared.  Lesson plans and materials will not be
returned so please do not send original documents.

	goal: To provide an overview of WWII through sights, sounds, and an interactive classroom discussion of major people, places and events.
	objective: Each student will be able to list and describe the major nations, people, and events of WWII.
Each student will be able to describe and analyze the U.S. role during WWII.
Each student will be able to identify major nations on maps.
	time: 3 hr 20
	class: 4
	minutes: 50
	purpose: Review older material and introduce new material pertaining to WWII and the U.S. role during the war.
Students will participate in a classroom discussion and presentation on WWII.  They will help discuss and even analyze pictures given in the presentaiton to discover why WWII started, the major events during the war, and how this war ended.
	materials: WWII timeline PowerPoint presentation
WWI timeline skeleton notes and maps

	procedure: Day one to Day three:
Have students get a blank sheet of paper to use for writing down questions or important information if they wish.  Start the slide show and use it as a backdrop to telling the story of WWII.  Then have students analyze photographs and maps on the PowerPoint to understand the major impact and events of WWII.  Periodically pause to ask and answer questions for understanding.

Day four
Hand out the skeleton notes and review WWII by having students read aloud and fill in the blanks.  Take the opportunity to expand on important ideas and any concepts the students did not understand during the PowerPoint presentation.


	observation: This lesson may be taught many different ways.  You can have students fill out the skeleton notes as you go through the presentation if you wish.  I found that using the notes as a review of WWII after the presentation was very successful and productive.
	conclusion: This lesson was very successful and flexible depending on the class.  For students who have a good background on WWII the lesson provides an excellent quick review that can be done in less than three days.  If students have little or no background on WWII this PowerPoint allows them to learn the major events in any depth that the teacher wishes through adjusting the information given to the students.

	information: 
	extension: This lesson is designed to be an overall look at WWII.  I suggest focusing students on the important aspects of U.S. involvement by showing some short documentary footage about WWII, as well as journal questions to allow them to think of the impact to individuals from this war.
	discussion: Why do we bother to study WWII?
What were the major lessons to learn from WWII?
How did people let Hitler gain power?

	cautions: The pacing of this presentation is important depending on student knowledge and interest.  Some of  my classes responded well to a slower pace, while other classes learned the information through a quicker presentation and longer question and answer periods.
