
Lesson Plan Submission Form K-12

This form is to be used by Harrisonburg City Schools teachers to submit an original lesson plan for
consideration and approval through the Technology Literacy Challenge Fund Grant awarded to HCPS.
Teachers whose lessons are accepted will receive a $ 250 stipend.  Recertification points (Option 9) can be
awarded for time spent creating and testing lessons (1 point per hour).  In addition, the lesson plans can be used
to satisfy Standard 5 of the Technology Standards for Instructional Personnel (TSIP) portfolio.  Lessons may
come from any content area and should be submitted no later than May 11, 2002.  Grant recipients will be
notified by May 31, 2002.
Please remember that lessons must be original. They may incorporate existing web pages, but the teacher
submitting the information must create all ancillary materials. Teachers may submit an unlimited number of
lesson plans, however only one stipend of $250 will be awarded per teacher.   Teachers who cooperatively
submit a lesson will receive a total stipend of $250 to be shared.  Lesson plans and materials will not be
returned so please do not send original documents.

	goal: Studying WWII through political cartoons and propaganda from that era.
	objective: 1. Students will be able to identify propaganda in our media.
2. Students will be able to discuss and explain political cartoons.
3. Students will be able to create political cartoon on propaganda poster.
	time: 1 hr 40 min
	class: 2
	minutes: 50
	purpose: Students will be able to analyze and interpret various propaganda posters and political cartoons on WWII.  They will use this activity to review material already covered in class as well as be introduced to famous individuals, battles, and topics.
	materials: WWII and media PowerPoint presentation
Homework sheet with political cartoon and quesions
Homework sheet with journal question to answer

	procedure: Day 1
Have students put away all books, pens, and pencils.  Start to PowerPoint presentation.  The instructor will begin the lesson by discussing the first slide and showing students how to pick out the details, in order to understand the meaning behind the poster or cartoon.  Proceed through the slide show by having  students take turns reading each slide aloud and discussing WWII through various posters and cartoons.  Each cartoon or poster shows different stages of the war and public opinion at that time.  When the slide show is over give students one of five political cartoons to explain for homework.  Each cartoon has questions to help guide the student.

Day 2
Have students with the same political cartoon get in groups and discuss their cartoon for 10 minutes.  The instructor will guide the groups through their cartoons and ask them for input in the meaning of their unique cartoon.  Then have each group present their own cartoon, while showing the cartoon through PowerPoint.  When the lesson is over, offer the students extra credit by having them create a political cartoon or propaganda poster on a current event.  They may create one on a computer or they may hand draw one and then scan the picture onto the computer.  The student will then present the cartoon or propaganda poster to the class.


	observation: This lesson is an excellent opportunity to introduce the process of interpreting the mass media. I found that using political cartoons and propaganda to teach not only WWII but also current events was a great opportunity to connect history to students who otherwise are not interested in studying this aspect of U.S. history.  It also allows students to explore the medial that they are exposed to everyday.  This lesson really helped visual learners see people's opinions through pictures.  It allowed students to develop the ability to look at advertisements that they are exposed to today and spot the small details that try and sway their opinion.  I thought it worked well with a majority of students and was a great link to go back to when talking about new subjects.
	conclusion: After using the lesson in several classes, I found that it was flexible enough to use on a variety of students.  ESL students may pick up on one aspect of the propaganda posters, while other students spot another aspect.  It allowed every student in class to become involved, from picking out small details in a cartoon or poster to using high level thinking skills to describe the intent of the author or artist and the public reaction.
	information: 
	extension: Use political cartoons or examples of propaganda to integrate current events to students.  Have students bring in examples they find for extra credit.
	discussion: 1. Have you ever been exposed to propaganda?
2. Are propaganda and political cartoons effective?
	cautions: You should prepare your students beforehand on what propaganda and yellow journalism are and try and show a few examples.  This helps in the flow of the lesson.
